Babies and Toddlers

This age is invited into an environment filled with smiles and
cuddles where they can have fun, play, and enjoy time with new
friends.

Preschoolers

Younger Elementary

This age is invited to participate in a meaningful experience
as they learn about life with God. Each week, we aim to bring
the stories of the Bible to life through exciting storytelling, fun
games, and practical application.

Older Elementary

This age is invited to learn God's Big Story and approach life
MATTHEW 19:14 through a biblical lens, trusting that God is good and life goes
best when we trust and obey God.

When can | drop off my child?
Classes for children 5th grade and younger open 15 minutes
prior to service beginning.

Where do | pick up my child?

Please pick up your child from his or her classroom at the
conclusion of the service. You will need to present your security
sticker (which you received at check-in) to the classroom
volunteer upon check-out.

Can my younger child attend class with an older sibling?

We encourage you to put each child in his or her age appropriate
classroom as this allows your child to adjust to the surroundings,
enjoy age-appropriate learning styles, and make friends with
other children of the same age. Of course, exceptions can be
made. For special arrangements, please talk to us.

How will you contact me during the service if necessary?
Please keep your silenced cell phone on hand so we can text you
during the service in case your child requires your assistance.
